Major of the Year Award

Purpose of the Award
The Outstanding Student Award recognizes an undergraduate student who has displayed distinctive leadership and meritorious service to his/her profession of health, physical education, recreation, dance, and/or allied areas. 


Qualifications for Award
Any undergraduate student studying health, physical education, recreation, dance (HPERD), and/or allied areas that meets the eligibility requirements and exemplifies the criteria below may be nominated for this award.  
Eligibility requirements include:

1. Junior or Senior Standing

2. 3.0 or better GPA

3. Demonstrate service to school or community (3-5 contributions) for a minimum of two years during undergraduate career

4. AzAHPERD/NASPE/AAHPERD membership

Awards Requirements & Criteria
The applicant must be an individual who:

1. Serves as a positive role model epitomizing personal health and enjoyment of

2. physical activity,

3. Displays distinctive leadership to the profession (i.e. college or university 

4. student organization, association activities), 

5. Exhibits meritorious service to the profession (i.e. community, college or 

6. university, association), and

7. Participates in professional development opportunities (i.e. attends and/or presents at meetings, workshops, conferences, etc.).
Selection/Recognition Process
The Awards Committee may select one Major of the Year Award recipient from the nominations for PE, Health, Dance and Recreation.  Recipients will be notified by August 1, 2008 and presented with the award at the State Conference.  The notification letter will also include details regarding the date and time of this special event.  

Required Materials for Application  

Applications must contain all required materials to be reviewed by the screening committee.  

The required materials for this award are as follows: 

1. A cover sheet/nomination form.

2. Written documentation demonstrating compliance with each award criteria, and

3. Letters of Recommendation from two college/university instructors who are currently Arizona AHPERD members.  The letters should be directly related to the award criteria.  The chairperson of the department must also endorse the recommendations.
