Preparing Your Application
· Be thorough in your program description. Write so that someone who knows nothing about your organization or your program plan can understand what you are proposing.

· Organize your application according to the selection criteria and respond comprehensively.  

· Make sure your budget narrative provides enough detail about planned expenditures so that it is clear how funds will be spent.

· Link your planned expenditures to the goals and objectives of your program. Do not request funds for miscellaneous purposes and make sure you demonstrate that your proposed expenditures are necessary and reasonable to carry out your program.

· Make sure your budget describes any in-kind funding by any partners you have identified to help you complete your project.

Submitting Your Application & Next Steps…
· Make sure all required forms are included and signed by your organization’s authorized representative.

· Don’t delay in submitting your application.  No applications submitted after the competition’s closing date will be accepted.
· Within two weeks from the closing date, you should receive an e-mail communication from the AZAHPERD Foundation Director indicating receipt of your application and giving you its assigned number. 

· Your application will be screened to ensure that all program eligibility requirements are met and all forms are included.

· Your application will be evaluated by a panel of independent reviewers.  Your application will receive a score from 0 to 100, depending upon how well you address the selection criteria. 

· A grant award document will be sent to applicants whose proposals score within the funding range.  Unsuccessful applicants will receive a notification letter.  Both successful and unsuccessful applicants will receive emailed summaries of the peer review comments.  Please make sure your application contains accurate email addresses.

GENERAL INFORMATION

Eligibility
Eligible applicants are members of AZAHPERD or are willing to join AZAHPERD as a condition of funding.  AZAHPERD membership may be paid from the project budget.

Eligible applicants are physical education instructors in Arizona K-12 and higher education schools.

Project Period

The proposed project budget and intervention must be conducted within 1 academic year.
Estimated Range of Awards
Under this grant competition, it is estimated that 10 grants totaling no more than $1000 each may be funded.  If additional monies become available for the grant, the AZAHPERD Foundation will fund more grants rather than provide more than $1000.

Awards will be based upon the reviewed rank-ordered list.

Application Due Date 

All applications must be received by May 31, 2008 at 5pm.

ALL Applications must be complete and submitted by mail, or e-mail transmittal.  Electronic applications must be submitted in Word (.doc NOT .docx) or .PDF format 

Faxed applications will NOT be accepted! 

Under very extraordinary circumstances, we may change the closing date for a competition.  If this should occur, an announcement will appear on the AZAHPERD website, www.azahperd.com .  

Grant Award Announcements

We intend to announce awards in July 2008.  However, awards may be announced as late as August 31, 2008.

Novice Applicants 

We highly encourage first time applicants for AZAHPERD Foundation Grants.  Novice applications receive priority funding.

Identical Applications
Application information submitted should be unique and specific to the applicant’s school, district, organization, and population.  Identical or substantially similar applications are not responsive to the selection criteria.
State Standards for Physical Education

To be considered for an AZAHPERD Foundation grant under this competition, your proposal must describe a plan to help students meet state standards for physical education.

Program Elements
To receive an AZAHPERD Foundation Grant, a physical education program must provide two or more of the following:

1) Fitness education and assessment to help students understand, improve, or maintain their physical well-being.

2) Instruction in a variety of motor skills and physical activities designed to enhance the physical, mental, and social or emotional development of every student.

3) Development of, and instruction in, cognitive concepts about motor skills and physical fitness that support a lifelong healthy lifestyle.

4) Opportunities to develop positive social and cooperative skills through physical activity participation.

5) Instruction in healthy eating habits and good nutrition.

6) Opportunities for professional development for teachers of physical education to stay abreast of the latest research, issues, and trends in the field of physical education.
Reports

Each grantee is required to submit a a mid-year and/or final report to demonstrate progress toward project objectives.  This report includes a narrative describing the project’s efforts, a budget report, and photos or media depicting the project.

It is also a requirement for grant recipients to make a poster or media presentation at the annual AZAHPERD conference.  

SELECTION CRITERIA


The following selection criteria will be used to evaluate applications under this competition.  The maximum score for all of these criteria is 100 points.  Each criterion has a maximum score as indicated in parentheses.  Novice applicants will receive an additional five points.  The maximum score an applicant can receive is 105 points.

Need for Project (15 points) 

Impact/Reach  (25 points) -- what percentage of the school population benefits from the proposed project?

Quality/Congruence of the Project Design (25 points) – The project addresses and aligns to the physical activity standards of the AZ Standards for Comprehensive Health and Physical Activity

Collaboration (25 points) – The proposed project demonstrates collaboration between school and/or community agencies.

Quality of the Project Evaluation (10 points) 
APPLICANT CONTENT AND FORMAT

A panel will review and score each eligible application received by the deadline date.  Make sure that your application is complete and comprehensively addresses the selection criteria.  All applications must also include an itemized budget, budget narrative, applicable forms,  assurances, and agreements.

A complete application comprises of the following items in the order specified:

1. Application Form
2. Program Abstract.  Provide a one-page, double-spaced abstract that describes the need to be addressed, summarizes the proposed activities, and identifies the intended outcomes.

3. Program Narrative.  Describe your proposed project in detail. Your description should include your proposed project’s goals, objectives, and activities, and timeline.

In submitting your application, please use the following guidelines:

· Submit your application on 8 ½ x 11 paper with a 1-inch margin on all sides.  

· Limit your narrative to 3 typed double-spaced pages that are numbered and printed only on one side.

· Use font no smaller than 12-point type in black text.

4. Budget Narrative.  Describe the proposed expenditures necessary to implement 

your project, include any in-kind funds you may receive from your school or project partners. 

Budget Information -- Please note the following requirements:

· Include any “in-kind” funding with the agency’s name.

· Administrative overhead is not an allowable expense.

· Funds may not be earmarked for personal wages, or personal bills.

· Reimbursement for personal costs of printing, postage, mileage, etc. must be submitted and approved by the AzAHPERD Board of Directors prior to funding.

5. Budget Table.  Provide a simple budget using a spreadsheet or table format. 

6. Evaluation of Project.  Describe the methods you will use to evaluate the success of your project.

7. Letters of support from your school administrator.  Please include a letter of support for your project from your school principal on school letterhead.

8. Project Certification  If selected, you will be asked to submit certification of your school’s agreement to the terms of the grant
